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Blogs History
1983-1994

This is the Pre HTTP period. Usenet and news groups were the 

primary technology player. 
Moderated news groups allowed to have all posts to be in the control of an individual 

or a small group of people. 

1994-2001

Many people kept an on-line diary, a running web site that 

described their life. 
Since 1999 the emergence of various on-line tools that allow setting a new blog for 

free (e.g. blogger.com, opendiary.com).
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Blogs History
2001-2004

Popular American blogs emerge and the importance of the 

blogging community rapidly increases.  
Several of the important emerged blogs include AndrewSullivan.com, Politics1.com 

and PoliticalWire.com. 

2004-...

The blogs become a mainstream tool. Blogging becomes a 

mean for sharing personal and professional thoughts.
More and more on-line free blogging services emerge. Political consultants, news 

services and politicians start using them both for outreach and for opinion forming. 
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
